The Season of Christmas 
 

The world has moved on, much like they moved on after Jesus’ birth. In 

the kingdom of God, we move with different priorities and different 

timing. As the penitence of Advent was the theme for the Sundays prior 

to Christmas, now we continue to celebrate Christmas until the day of 

Epiphany, on January 6. If you are counting, that is twelve days of 

Christmas . . . 

It is not so easy to just put Jesus in a box and get on with our lives. We 

who recognize that Jesus’ birth was more than just a momentary blip in 

history know that He has called us to live in Him not just for a while, but 

for all eternity. Twelve days is a short time to dwell on God becoming 

flesh to bear the sins of the world. Twelve days is a short time to praise 

God for this gift which is beyond comprehension. A lifetime is not 

enough to bask in the glory of God revealed in the flesh. 

Whether or not you have taken down the Christmas tree, put away the 

decorations, and returned your home and life to whatever you consider 

normal, remain in Jesus. Let your life be a reflection that your Savior 

came into the world to save sinners. Let that show in your thoughts, 

words, and deeds. 

What does a life reflecting Jesus’ birth look like? It would reflect the 

commandments Jesus expressed in Mark 12: love the Lord your God 

with all your being and love your neighbor as yourself. Listen to Him, 

whether reading His Word or hearing it proclaimed in church. Serve 

those around you, not as a burden or as if earning something, but out of 

love for them. 

Jesus did not concern Himself with power and status but relied on the 

Father as He showed compassion to those around Him. Sharing Him 

with others is the greatest gift of all, a gift which need not only be given 

at Christmas. “Go, tell it on the mountain” or wherever you find 

yourself. Tell others that the Savior has come to set them free from 

their sin. Live as those who have been set free to worship the Lord in 

Spirit and in Truth!
