Saint Titus, Pastor and Confessor

Though the Lutheran church does not canonize and recognize Saints like
the Roman Catholic Church and Eastern Orthodox, there are nonetheless a
few particular individuals for whom days have been set apart to remember.
On January 26, we remember St. Titus. When that date falls on a Sunday, it
is appropriate to honor him on that day rather than using the normal
“propers,” which today would have been for the Third Sunday after the
Epiphany.

You probably know that there is a book in the Bible named after Titus. It is a
letter written by the apostle Paul to the young pastor, Titus. Reading
through Paul’s epistles, we get a little better idea who Titus is. He was a
convert to Christianity as a Gentile; he was not Jewish. He became a friend
and helper to Paul. At some point, Paul left Titus in Crete to organize the
churches there, as we read in the beginning of this epistle. Apparently, at
some point (based on the reading of 2 Timothy), he ended up in the region
of Dalmatia (near modern day Croatia), on the European continent
between Italy and Greece.

One of the tasks faced by Titus was raising up leaders in the churches of the
area. Paul gives basic qualifications for such elders/pastors to serve in those
churches. Thus, this epistle is often used in conjunction with training,
calling, and installing pastors.

Paul also encouraged Titus to “teach what accords with sound doctrine.” It
was not enough for people to say that they were Christian; Paul and Titus
wanted them to know the truth about God and about His gift of salvation.
Titus was to be a model, especially for the younger men of the church.

Titus was also told to encourage submission to the rulers and authorities of
the world, and to show respect and courtesy to all. In the early days of the
church, the persecution of Christians was intense, and there would
probably be a desire to avoid the secular rulers or disobey them, yet Titus
was to help those in the church live peacefully in the world. This would
serve as an example to others and prevent those outside the church from
thinking of it as a sect opposed to the world.

We do well to remember Paul’s instructions to Titus, and the work which he
undoubtedly carried out on behalf of the church.
