The Communion of Saints

In the Apostles’ Creed, we confess that we believe in “the communion of
saints.” This consists of all believers of all time gathered by Jesus into one
fellowship.

The term “communion” is closely related to our usage of the English word
“community.” It is a gathering, a bringing together. The Latin roots indicate
that it is “together one.” There is a unity which is not built on human ideas
or motivations but grounded solely on Christ and His gifts.

Unlike the Roman Catholic church, Lutherans teach that “saints” are those
people (alive or dead) set apart, elected, chosen by Christ. All believers are
saints, whether of exemplary faith or not.

The term in the original Latin version of the Apostles’ Creed could refer to
“holy things” as well as “holy people.” In particular, those holy things of
God which make us holy people are His Word, Holy Baptism, and the
Sacrament of the Altar. Without those holy things, we are not and cannot
be holy people. He works through those “means of grace” to forgive us and
bring us into fellowship/communion with Him as well as with each other.

The communion of saints, then, is best recognized as Christ gathers it (us)
around His gifts through which He bestows forgiveness. It is found most
clearly in the gathering of the church in the Divine Service. The communion
of saints is seen as they hear the Absolution and as they receive the Body
and Blood of Christ through their lips. This same communion of saints, in
return, sings through the same lips the praises of the One who shed His
blood to make them holy and bring them together as one.

There are many “communities” to which we belong — based on where we
live, where we work, other interests, etc. Those communities are all a part
of the world which we see.

The communion of saints brings us into the story of God, which is related
more closely to what Adam knew before the Fall into sin. In this
community, God deals with us according to His mercy, not according to our
sin. In this community, we serve God by serving those around us, even
those not (or not yet) a part of the communion of saints. And so we gather
to hear God’s Word and receive His gifts.
