Temptation

Jesus was tempted. Some think that since Jesus is God, He could not sin.
If that is the case, then the temptation was not really a temptation. But
Jesus was tempted by the devil, and stood resolutely on the Word and
Will of the Father. At the end of the encounter in the wilderness, Luke
records that the devil left Him until an opportune time. That time would
be when Jesus was on the way to the cross. He prayed in the Garden of
Gethsemane that the Father would deliver Him from the cross, but only
if that were possible within the will of the Father.

We are tempted as well, though we do not always fare as well as Jesus
did. Luther, in the Large Catechism, says that “although we have
acquired forgiveness and a good conscience and have been wholly
absolved, yet such is life that one stands today and falls tomorrow. We
face temptations from the devil, the world, and our own sinful nature.

Temptation is not sin. It is not a sin to be tempted. But sin is giving in to
those temptations which lead us to disobey God or turn from Him. Only
by the Holy Spirit can we stand up to temptations.

When you give in to temptation, turn to the One who endured
temptation for you. Turn to Jesus, who paid the price on the cross for
every sin to which you fall.

Even when the Holy Spirit keeps you from falling to temptation, be
careful. It is also dangerous to take pride in that success. Paul wrote to
the Corinthians, “therefore let anyone who thinks that he stands take
heed lest he fall” (1 Cor 10:12). We can stand up against one sin only to
fall victim to another.

When we pray in the Lord’s Prayer, “lead us not into temptation,” we
can be sure, as Luther writes in the Small Catechism, that “God tempts
no one.” But we often walk into temptations rather than avoiding
situations. We frequently choose to put ourselves in situations in which
we are more likely to be tempted!

Though God forgives us when we fall, how much better is it to avoid it
altogether! You cannot always avoid temptations, but choose carefully
when you can, so that you are not given the chance.
